Syngenta Flowers acquires Dutch breeding company
Syngenta Flowers has purchased from Meza B.V. the remaining 50% share of Goldsmith Seeds Europe (GSE) not included in the company’s acquisition of Goldsmith Seeds, Inc., announced in October last year. GSE encompasses the development, breeding and production of major hybrid crops such as cyclamen, impatiens and petunia, employing some 100 staff, and is based in Andijk, the Netherlands with a production site in Hauwert. 
The transaction, the terms of which were not disclosed, is effective immediately. 

Syngenta Flowers is a worldwide leader in the pot and bedding plant industry with a large proprietary portfolio. Operating on a global basis, it breeds and markets high-quality flower seeds, young plants and cuttings for the ornamental industry. In 2008, Syngenta reported flowers sales of $337 million.
